Heat Wave and Drought WhileRead
Objective
To distinguish between general academic words and words that are specific to science using Academic vs. Content Vocabulary. 
Instruction
Have students classify unknown words into two categories while reading the text:  'General academic vocabulary’ includes words that are not specific to science, while ‘Specific content vocabulary’ includes words that students believe to be specific to their particular content class.
Activity
Use the table below to categorize vocabulary words as ‘academic’ or ‘content.’  Academic vocabulary should include words you might find in any academic class like:
Phenomenon, heat wave, jet stream, conditioning, consecutive, prolonged, Deviation, meteorology, pressure cell and drought.
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
