 Effect of Continental Position on Climate PostRead
Objective
To predict the main ideas of the text based on context clues, to generate questions about a given topic and to organize and review the knowledge learned about the topic using the SQ3R strategy.

Instruction
Have students complete the first two columns of the SQ3R table to survey the main points of the reading and generate their own questions.  Have them answer their questions as they read, and then practice answering their questions by covering them up.  Finally, have students review the main ideas of the reading.

Activity
1. Survey – Read the first and last paragraphs of the section, skim the body of the reading, and pay attention to any illustrations or figures in the reading. To find information about main points given

2. Question – Create questions based on the main ideas you discovered while skimming the reading.

3. Read – Answer the questions you created as you read and take notes.

4. Recite – Cover up your answers and try to answer the questions without looking.

5. Review – Create a summary of the main ideas in your reading
