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Objective
As a post-read: To organize ideas, increase comprehension, synthesize learning, demonstrate understanding of key concepts, and reinforce vocabulary using a Quickwrite.
Instruction
Have individuals respond to the questions by summarizing what they learned, making connections to their lives, explaining concepts, making predictions, or posing questions.
