Earth’s Mantle PostRead
Objective
To encourage students to generate questions, activate their prior knowledge, and collect information to answer their own questions using a Question and Answer Table.
Instruction
Have individuals, pairs, groups, or the class generate questions about a topic and prior knowledge that relates to each question.  During or after reading have the students use contextual evidence to answer their questions and check the validity of their prior conceptions.  Students can then share their questions and answers with other groups. 
This activity must be completed before reading and is most effective if used with this concept’s PostRead activity.
