Testing hypothesis – Pre and Post Read
Objective
To distinguish between the ‘scientific’ and ‘everyday’ usage of key vocabulary terms using Everyday Words in Science.
Instructions
Have students choose key vocabulary words from their reading that have different meanings in science as compared to everyday speech.  Have students write the meaning of the word in everyday speech, complete the reading, and then give the scientific definition.
