Objective
To build a step-by-step description of a sequence for analysis, discussion, or communication using a Sequence Diagram.
Instruction
Have individuals, pairs, groups, or the class complete a diagram that demonstrates the relationships between words relating to a given topic (e.g., photosynthesis).
Activity
Complete the diagram below to show a sequence of events lead to the appearance of a comet.  Place the first event in the box on the left and the most recent event in the box on the right. 









[bookmark: _GoBack]Comet tails form the outer layers of ice melt and evaporate as the comet flies close to the Sun.
 The ice from the comet vaporizes and forms a glowing coma, which reflects light from the Sun.
Radiation and particles streaming from the Sun push this gas and dust into a long tail that always points away from the Sun.
Comets appear for only a short time when they are near the Sun, then seem to disappear again as they move back to the outer solar system to return after Short/long –period.
